





Here are tips on how to
connect with neighbors

7. Eliminate the word “busy” from your vocabulary. It con-
veys you don't have time for others.

8. Ask a neighbor to help you move a heavy item like a
couch or dresser. It's a great way to help your neighbor
feel needed and get a few minutes together.

9. Make yourself available by sitting on the front porch in-
stead of in the back yard.

10. Do a ruthless “calendar check” and eliminate where
possible to simplify your life.
